CRIMINAL RULE RESPECTING PRE-TRIAL CONFERENCES
UNDER SECTION 625.1(2) OF THE CRIMINAL CODE

PRE-TRIAL CONFERENCE

80.01 When an accused isto betried with ajury, apre-trid conference shdl be
hdd at atime, date, place and manner as directed by ajudge of the court,
or a such further dates and times as may be ordered by the judge of the
court who presides at the pre-tria conference.

Attendance at Conference
80.02 Unless otherwise ordered, the pre-trid conference shal be attended by;

(@ the counsd who will represent the accused at trid, or the
accused if he does not have counsd; and

(b)  bythe prosecutor who will appear at trid, or a senior counsdl
in charge of prosecutions.

Purpose

80.03 The purpose of the pre-triad conference isto consider such matters aswill
promote afar and expeditioustrid.

Hed in Chambers

80.04 Unless otherwise ordered, a pre-trid conference shdl be an informal
meeting conducted in chambers at which a full and free discusson of the
issues raised may occur.

Disclosures

80.05 At the pre-trid conference, counsd shall disclose to the judge the nature
and particulars of any preliminary maotion which counsd intend to make.

Motions

80.06 The presding judge, in his discretion, may direct that such motion ke
reduced to writing, and be heard a such time as he deemsfit, prior to the
daefixed for trid, or he may direct that the motion be heard at the outset
of thetrid.

Matters Dealt with in Absence of Jury

80.07 Atthepretrid conference, counsel shal disclose to the presding judge the
nature and particulars of any matters which they foresee may arisein the
coueof thetria, and which would ordinarily be dedlt with in the absence
of thejury after it has been sworn, and the anticipated length of time which
such matter would require for hearing.

Matter s Dealt with Before Jury Selected

80.08 The trid judge, in his discretion, may direct that any such maiter as 5
refaredtoin Rule 80.07 be dealt with before any juror on apand of jurors
iscdled, & such date and time as the judge deems fit, or may direct that the
matter be dealt with in the absence of the jury after it has been sworn.

Endor sement

80.09 A judgeconduding a pre-trial conference shall upon its completion endorse
the indictment, or a true copy thereof, as to the date the pre-trial
conference was held.

Other Pre-Trial Conferences

80.10 Nothing contained in these rules shal preclude the court from conducting
aherinformd pre-tria conferences in addition to the mandatory conference
provided for in s. 625.1(2) on such terms as the judge seesfit.

of the judges thereof, a a meeting held on December 21, 1989, to become
effective on the coming into force of the new Rules of Civil Procedure.
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
